Hello fellow shootist, (Capt Kirk, SASS #87080)

Was up at In-Laws in Tenn and found a scrap metal dealer, talking with owner he said there was a large bin of 3/4in discs
he’d sell for 20cents a pound. They were 10 and 12 in diameter, not as large as the normal CAS targets but the price was
right. Seeing as I don’t own a torch to cut out targets, these discs met my requirements for making targets within limits of
stick welder and electric disc cutter.




I bought some heavy chain at local flea-market and had a pile of angle-iron from years of watching local classifieds. Used disc cutter
to make 12in lengths of chain then welded them to discs. Used smaller swing chain to hang from stands. Had a large piece of concrete
wall-board leftover from bathroom makeover - makes a great backyard welding bench.

Used cheapo welder’s magnets from Harbor-Freight to hold chain in place for spot-welds.






As you’d expect, these targets are HEAVY - have to use bar-stands vs. normal single stand, but these should last a lifetime.




Made stand from scrap angle-iron and heavy plumbing pipe from local home improvement center.
